	Rationale:  

One outcome common to both programs housed with the Department of Sport and Physical Education is to  “…model the expectations of the…& Department: Another outcome the Department has chosen to evaluate is for student to begin internalizing their behaviors and how their behaviors effect others. When a student reaches the “12 credit” mark in the program he/she has usually committed to pursuing a degree in either Sport Management or Physical Education and will have completed a minimum of three  “major” classes and in most cases five classes.  This allows several faculty members to evaluate their dispositions as they move through the program and to monitor professional growth.  It also allows the faculty to observe interpersonal skills necessary for future professionals. Only Part II of the Disposition aspect is considered as a Key Assessment for this criterion. Other data collected is used to counsel the student on programmatic issues.

	Rationale:  

Standard 1:  This Red Cross class provides certification in First Aid/Safety, CPR, AED, and other skills involved in dealing with illness/injury.  Content knowledge for all participants is in-depth and involves assessment via Red Cross tests for certification as well as practical skills mastery.  During the course of the semester, students are able to facilitate learning by presenting written and practical scenarios to be solved utilizing knowledge and skills achieved in the course.  They are also required to assist in the learning process of the lab cohort by partner instruction and refinement of skills.  Scenarios are designed to reflect the potential experiences they may face in real-life situations.

Professionally, students understand the moral and legal obligations as a certified First Responder, and how their skills, knowledge, and dispositions all must meet certain minimum requirements to pass as well as to carry out their duties in emergency situations.  Professional mastery is clearly delineated in the Red Cross standards for certification.  The Red Cross Certification Written Examinations and Practical Skills Mastery are considered key in preparation of Sport and Physical Education program majors:

The American Red Cross is internationally recognized as a leader in the preparation/training of citizens in dealing with emergency situations involving sudden illness and injury.  Certification through this external agency is consistent with the expectations for program majors to deal with emergencies commonly seen in sport/activity/teaching environments.

This external assessment is produced by The American Red Cross.  The standard set by the Red Cross for meeting the standard is 80% or higher on the written exam(s).  The standard set for the practical skills test is the judgment of the Red Cross-certified instructor that all skills are performed correctly for the course, based on the skills performance outline laid out by the Red Cross.
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
