The Service Learning Portfolio provides EDTE 101 (Foundations of Education) students with the opportunity to gain first-hand experience working with student-age children in the field.  Students work with various schools and agencies in a service capacity.  As the placements include direct work with student-age children (preferably of the age that the GU student is hoping to teach), our students are exposed to issues related to teaching.  This project serves as an opportunity for students “to get their feet wet” while providing them direct experiences related to the content of the course.  More specifically, students experiences in the field help them to relate to issues associated with the social realities confronting today’s schools and children.
