Candidates are expected to show professional behaviors expected in teaching, matching dispositions and skills needed to provide appropriate education to all students regardless of disability or multicultural backgrounds.  The final evaluation follows the mission of the university, school of education and Council for Exceptional Children standards.  The cooperating teacher ranks each candidate’s knowledge, skills and dispositions after the candidate has completed a minimum of 30 hours in the setting.  Students must have an 80% or higher in ranking overall to meet acceptable standards.

	Rationale:  

The Language and Communication course focuses on the development of language skills, various ways to assess those skills, and treatment protocols to teach those skills.  The Assessment of Basic Language and Learning Skills (ABLLS) is a data-based language assessment which breaks down an array of language and learning skills into necessary component questions pertaining to the skills expected for development; a curriculum guide where teachers and parents can develop what will be taught based on the child’s results; and a tracking system where teachers and parents over time keep data of the child’s development of both gaining skills to mastery and the possible loss of skills.   Due to the vast array of skills, the ABLLS identifies language and other critical skills needed for a child to become more capable learners in everyday environments.  The results of the ABLLS provide levels of performance according to the developmental areas and prescribe strategies to assist parents and educators in teaching language and other basic skills development. 
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
