The Review Exam is an objective measure of Special Education candidates’ understanding and knowledge of basic principles of learning and well researched procedures based upon those principles of learning. Candidates must analyze and diagram examples of principles and procedures, clearly showing or indicating the outcomes impact of the principle on future behavior.  Candidates must clearly differentiate between principles of learning which are defined by their effect on future probability of behavior and procedures which are conducted with the intent to change behavior (but may or may not change behavior as intended).  The content for this course is the foundational content for all five Special Education programs at Gonzaga University.

The Pedagogy Assessment evaluates candidates’ development, writing, and implementation of lesson plans (using a State approved comprehensive format), impact on student outcomes, incorporation of technology, involvement and communication with parents/guardians, and involvement of and reflection by students in their own assessment.

	Rationale:  

Students will complete a comprehensive exam consisting of both multiple choice and essay questions.  This exam will be a culmination of all the rules and regulations covered in the class,   Students will be allowed to use their notes for the essay section of the exam and are encouraged to work as a team for the essay.  In addition, the students will develop an IEP within a collaborative group.  The exam provides content knowledge regarding the policy and procedures used in Special Education.  This exam uses a case study example format  which will allow the students to demonstrate their collaborative skills across teacher, administrator, and parent groups.  Thus, fostering a caring and cultural aware dispositions.  This is also true for the IEP project.  The IEP project provides students with the ability to demonstrate how assessment outcomes can be used for instructional and IEP planning.  The IEP project will be based in two case examples from underrepresented groups.

This project also demonstrates the candidate’s ability to impact student learning and create a positive classroom learning environment.  Also, we want our candidates to demonstrate their understanding of technology and they can evaluate students with formal and informal assessments.  The project’s written verification form documents whether or not the candidate can employ research methods that are ethical, ensuring the confidentiality and best interests of children. It also documents the deposition acting in a professional manner with families and colleagues as well as candidate collaboration with teachers and other professionals to benefit children.

	Rationale:  

This is a final evaluation of each of the two required special education practica.  The cooperating teacher completes a midterm evaluation for formative feedback that ties into the Final Practicum Evaluation which is summative.  The teacher completes the Likert 5-point scale on questions that are tied directly to the standards set forth by the Council of Exceptional Children.  To pass, students must receive at least 80% of the possible points.
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
