Students will complete and comprehensive exam consisting of both multiple choice and essay questions.  This exam will be a culmination of all the rules and regulations covered in the class.  Students will be allowed to use their notes for the essay section of the exam and are encouraged to work as a team for the essay.  In addition, the students will develop an IEP within a collaborative group.  The exam provides content knowledge regarding the policy and procedures used in Special Education.  This exam uses a case study example format which will allow the students to demonstrate their collaborative skills across teacher, administrator, and parent groups.  Thus, fostering a caring and cultural aware dispositions.  This is also true for the IEP project.  The IEP project provides students with the ability to demonstrate how assessment outcomes can be used for instructional and IEP planning. Socially significant behaviors are selected based on teacher/student/parent interviews.   The project is based on behavioral principles and the evaluation techniques of precision teaching.  These procedures are used to increase adaptive behavior and/or decrease inappropriate behavior and as evidence of candidate data-based decision making.  Candidates are required to adhere to the APA guidelines of ethical behavior and CEC guidelines of professional practice.

EDSE 306/406 In-school Experience is a class designed to provide candidates with hands-on experience working with students with disabilities within the school environment.  Candidates are expected to show professional behaviors expected in teaching, matching dispositions and skills needed to provide appropriate education to all students regardless of disability or multicultural backgrounds.  The final evaluation follows the mission of the university, school of education and Council for Exceptional Children standards.  The cooperating teacher ranks each candidate’s knowledge, skills and dispositions after the candidate has completed a minimum of 30 hours in the setting.  Students must have an 80% or higher in ranking overall to meet acceptable standards.
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
