For the Consultation and Supervision Course (EDSE 673) the key assessment will evaluate the student’s ability to work with junior students in a professional and ethical manner.  Junior students will be asked to rate the senior students’ supervision on 3 occasions during the course of the class.  It will test student competency in use of direct assessments by evaluating how well they convey information to others.  It is a rich source to assess a student’s research knowledge; in that, it evaluates how students use data to help others effect change.  In addition, the assessment evaluates how well the student collaborates with others, recommend support services, and treat others with respect.  Dispositionally, this key assessment indirectly evaluates the professionalism of the student, their ability to make decisions in a way that ensures the best interests of children and displays support for junior students.
