The Professional Educator Standards Board (PESB) has approved a new
and improved Standard V to ensure that beginning teachers have developed
the knowledge and skills to be successful in the classroom. Standard V;
Knowledge and Skills, is one of the five standards the PESB uses to evaluate
the effectiveness and quality of teacher education programs at higher educa-
tion institutions. Standard V emphasizes personalized learning for all K-12

content area. It also identifies learner outcomes with a shift from a perform-
ance-based model to an evidence-based model requiring new teachers to
demonstrate what students know and are able to do through student work

new teacher candidates for the fall 2009. Standard V is the first of five com-
prehensive standards that will be reviewed and revised over the next year.
