Presentation Proposals due by Monday, February 18, 2008

Saturday, April 26, 2008 – 8 am to 4 pm (times tentative)


at Gonzaga University in Spokane, Washington
Seattle University doctoral students and alumni are hereby invited to submit proposals for presentation of current research at the upcoming 2008 Educational Leadership Conference, collaboratively offered by Gonzaga University and Seattle University, and hosted this year by Gonzaga’s Doctoral Program of Leadership Studies.  

Proposal Creation Process:

Context: In past years, presenters at this conference at Seattle University have been current and graduated Educational Leadership doctoral students.  Attendees have included doctoral students, alumni and university faculty, attending to learn about current doctoral research in leadership.  After opening sessions and key note presentations, student presentation sessions have typically run concurrently.  In this conference, presenters are likely to have 15-30 minutes in their session (depending on number of presentations accepted).  Available AV equipment to be determined. 

Format: Proposals should be formatted in 12-point type, single-spaced, single-sided on 8.5”x11” paper, with 1” margins.  Proposals should include:
1) presentation title (10-word max) and summary/abstract (75-word max),
to be included in conference program 
2) proposal narrative (3-page, 2000-word max) describing the following as applicable:
a. brief introduction to research area(s) and/or research question(s)
b. importance of research and its relevance for this audience 

c. background, underlying perspectives, theoretical framework, and/or resources 

d. study methods, techniques, modes of inquiry and/or data sources
e. key findings, conclusions, emerging questions, and/or future directions 
3) key references (1-page max)
4) draft of attendee handout – summarizing key points, links to additional information 
Current Seattle University doctoral students are encouraged to discuss possible presentation proposals with their advisor, including determining whether a particular presentation could count for their EDLR 611 Dissertation Dissemination requirement.  
Proposal Submission Packet & Acceptance Process:

The Presentation Proposal Cover Sheet describes what is needed for submitting a proposal, including the need for copies of the proposal that do not include presenter information, to allow for required “blind review.”  The submission packet should also include three self-addressed stamped business-sized envelopes (for acknowledgement of receipt of proposal, notification of the decision of the Program Committee, and notification of scheduled session time if accepted).
