The 24 different lan-
guages include Dinka, Anuak, Amharic, Somali, 
Ewe and Arabic from the continent of Africa. 
Other languages represented were: Karen, Bur-
mese, Cantonese, Nepali, Russian, Chuukese and 
many others.  
     Language Camp is a partnership between Gon-
zaga University and Spokane Public Schools- each 
does their part to help make this a success. Spo-
kane Schools provide the funding for teachers and 
materials while Gonzaga hosts the camp, funds all 
copying and throws the end of camp bash which is 
complete with linens and silver.  
     Language Camp was established over ten years 
ago. It began as one humble classroom and con-
tained a handful of students and Gonzaga Summer 
Institute Participants. It has continued to expand 
through the years and with Spokane Schools pro-
viding transportation to and from Gonzaga in

DO and MAKE, used as main verbs, have very similar meanings and often cause confusion or difficulty for foreign students of English, partly because 

their languages have only one verb to express the meaning.  Follow these general guidelines while using DO or MAKE. 

Use DO to talk about activities in general, without specifically saying what they are. This form is often used with words like something, anything, 

nothing, and everything.

Are you doing anything exciting this weekend?  Nah. I like doing nothing. 

LΩƭƭ do everything for you, honey. 

Use DO when referring to work of any kind or for performing tasks or activities.  My boyfriend never does any housework. He really hates doing the 

cooking, shopping, cleaning, and washing up. I have to do all these jobs myself. 

MAKE expresses an idea of constructing, building or creating. It is often used when talking about food preparation. Ex: Tina made the best carrot cake

In other cases there are no clear rules. Here are some typical expressions that take either DO or MAKE. The best solution is to try to learn them.
