BIOGRAPHY: 
 Born in 1927, David A. Downes graduated from college at Regis University in 1949. Afterwards, 

Downes entered the Graduate Master’s Program in English at Marquette University. Upon 
graduating in 1950, Downes took a teaching position in the English Department at Gonzaga 
University, where he met Fr. Anthony Bischoff. Downes taught three years at Gonzaga and 
assisted Fr. Bischoff with his founding of the Gerard Manley Hopkins Collection at Gonzaga 
University. In 1953, Downes left Gonzaga to enter the English doctoral program at the 
University of Washington, where he received a doctorate in English in 1955. He wrote his 
dissertation on Hopkins. He then started teaching and research at Seattle University, where he 
stayed for 13 years. During this time he published Gerard Manley Hopkins: A Study of His 
Ignatian Spirit, 1960 and Victorian Portraits: Hopkins and Pater, 1965. In 1968 Downes began 
a 25-year career at California State University in Chico. While in Chico, he published ten books.  
He has contributed essays to four books on Hopkins, and has written articles in Thought, 
Victorian Poetry, and The Hopkins Quarterly. 

 
PROVENANCE: 
 The collection was generated by Dr. Downes for his scholarly endeavors on Victorian literature, 

specifically, Gerard Manley Hopkins and his contemporaries. From 1994 to 2006, Dr. Downes 
sent his papers to the Gonzaga University Library. Included with each shipment was an 
accompanying letter describing the donated materials. These letters provide valuable background 
information to the materials and are available to researchers upon request. 

 
SERIES: 
 The collection is arranged by correspondence, type of publication, i.e. books, articles, reviews, 

and is divided into four main categories within each major division: correspondence, research, 
drafts, and reviews. Within each category the titles are arranged chronologically, with the most 
recent last. 

 
RELATED COLLECTIONS: 
 This collection is housed within the Gerard Manley Hopkins Collection at Gonzaga University. 

The Hopkins books are catalogued and available on the online catalog. Other manuscript 
collections relating to Gerard Manley Hopkins are available to researchers. 

 
RESTRICTED MATERIALS: 
 Access restrictions apply to the personal correspondence. Access permission must be obtained 

from the donor during his lifetime, after which discretionary authority is transferred to the 
Special Collections Librarian.
