Registering for MY NCBI in PubMed
PubMed’s “My NCBI” service is free through the PubMed database, but you do have to register for an account.  Once you have an account, you can use it to: 
· Save searches 

· Set up e-mail alerts for new content on your topic
· Display links to Web resources (LinkOut) 

· Choose filters that group search results
· Link to Foley Library’s Get it at Gonzaga and ILLiad services

7. To connect to Gonzaga, click on My NCBI.

9. Select Gonzaga University’s Foley Library from the list of libraries.Now whenever you login to My NCBI in PubMed, you will see the Get it at Gonzaga icon when viewing an article’s abstract. It connects you to Periodicals at Foley and  ILLiad.
