RELIGION 370 Christian Spirituality: A Call to Justice (3 credits)

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authors in the Christian tradition have stressed the need for social and global justice, and see
how Christian spirituality has been shaped by and responded to social injustices. After reviewing

a chorus of biblical authors and Christian writers calling for an integral spirituality grounded in the
practice of justice towards the neighbor and alien, there will be an extended unit examining
Christian spiritual movements in England and the West responding to the injustices of
colonialism, slavery, the industrial revolution, and globalization. In addition, we will see how the
dialogue between Christian Spirituality and social movements is expressed in the art and
architecture of England. Prerequisites: Completion of a 100 and 200 level religion class.

FINE ARTS 394 Art and Architecture in England: 1100 -1900 (3 credits)

This course will introduce students to the major developments in English art and architecture from

the 12th c. to the early 20th c., with a particular focus on art and architecture created during the
critical years of the Industrial Revolution (ca. 1750-1900). Students will examine in depth some of

the key ways in which the Industrial Age and its consequences impacted the visual arts in
England: the rise in popularity of landscape painting; the revival of interest in medieval
architecture and artisanship; and the emergence of social reform

photography. Special attention will be paid to nineteenth-century

English artists and architects inspired by the Middle Ages, a

period whose art and architecture they considered spiritually

authentic and morally pure. A core component of the course will

be organized field trips to Canterbury Cathedral, Salisbury
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that contain images and objects relevant to the course.
