COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The goal of this course is for the students to develop the linguistic skills necessary to
communicate comfortably and accurately in Italian.

New structures to be introduced include:

Future: L’anno prossimo finiro’ I’'universita’.

Reflexive verbs: Ogni mattina, mi sveglio, mi alzo e mi preparo per andare a scuola.

Use of pronouns: Conosci Luisa? Si’ la conosco.... le ho telefonato ieri sera. Ci vediamo
oggi per un caffe’

The imperative: Vieni qua! Dimmi... come sono andate le vacanze!

Tthe conditional: Scusi, mi potrebbe portare il conto per favore.

Subject areas include:
Hobbies, sports, shopping and fashion, Italian food (restaurants, cooking, caffe’, etc.), Italian
music, etc.
