SYLLABUS

Italian 106 is meant to give the students a further and wider knowledge of the language spoken related to
a variety of topics.

The course will relate not only to the present but also to the past and future tense so to enable students
to satisfy their primary needs as well as to report about their “adventures” in the past.

Great attention will be given to the study of vocabulary and some easy idiomatic expressions so that
students will reach a satisfactory level in expressing their needs and in asking and answering questions
during a simple conversation.

Textbooks are written by Italian authors, published in Italy, easily available and not very expensive.The
use of books in Italian is suggested so that students will not keep on mentally translating from English,
and will instead get used to a natural acquisition of the language.

Readings, oral reports, role plays and written exercises are part of this course. All quizzes and exams will
be oral and students will be given the topic of their quizzes and exams well in advance, so that they will
have plenty of time for their preparation.

Presence in class is required and a daily study and practice is warmly suggested.
