COURSE DESCRIPTION

In this course the students will refine their skills in speaking, writing, reading and listening to Italian,
while completing their knowledge of grammar and vocabulary. We will talk about some aspects of
contemporary ltalian culture and society (cinema, music, theater, literature). We will analyze and
discuss ltalian novels, short stories, newspapers and magazines. Emphasis will be placed on
idiomatic expressions and vocabulary expansion.

COURSE OBJECTIVES

- To be able to confidently communicate and interact in Italian in multiple situations.

- The expression of personal opinions on a variety of subjects including theater, literature,
cinema, current events as well as discussing hypothetical situations.

- To comprehend complex texts, conversations, selected scenes from films and television
programs.

- Reading and comprehending various texts (selected readings from novels, short stories, print
articles, websites)

- The writing of detailed and articulate essays in the form of "film and music reviews" and
"short stories".

REQUIREMENTS

Course requirements include four quizzes, shorter quizzes on new language points of the units
studied, compositions, one Mid-Term and a Final Exam.

Regular attendance, completion of all homework assignments and active class participation are
essential.
