Old Business

Construction Projects:

Cincinnati Villa:  underway and on time 

Huetter:  some progress made, hope is to soon have it leveled/lowered onto partial foundation this week
Theatre/Dance projects:  Major construction completed: installing acoustic/light/electric materials

Kennedy I, II, Tilford: done
Currently any major construction is on hold pending economic issues/response to national economy

Drawings for remodels on existing buildings will be done/submitted, but will be held pending decisions at upper levels.
Emergency Preparedness:

Crisis Communications: emails are out regarding opting out of the new notification program, zagweb used to facilitate.  As of last week ~ 2500 are enrolled in system, ~500 of which are employees
Faculty Services: Immediate need of HVAC changes was addressed.  Further discussion/decisions re any location changes/expansion are currently dormant.

C-CERT: awaiting funding.  If none available, may move forward on shoestring budget
New Business

AEDs: Athletics bought new Phillips brand with some funding from Safety, allowed “old” Medtronic ones to be re-distributed throughout need areas (Paccar, Tilford, Bozarth, etc.)
Further discussion re future: to switch all campus AEDs to Phillips brand (Athletic Training bough Phillips due to best practices of their profession; have been some challenges with current Medtronics re upkeep, compliance).  When contract up, likely will move to Phillips.

Safety Awards:  ten year awards in Plant (jackets) kept in place.  Lesser awards have been eliminated due to disincentive to report accidents.  May use the monies from this for fire extinguisher training, in addition to a grant Dennis is working on from FEMA.  David agreed to help Dennis with the grant writing for the BullEx equipment.

Hamilton crossing: safety still a huge issue.  Looking at spot devices, flashers, LED devices.  Already working with one company to present bid for inlaid flashers system, but must work with city on this issue.  Lighting at intersection has improved as Ken worked with city to improve/move lighting poles.

Active Shooter video: Dennis has reviewed two, and will disseminate to committee to review them before any decisions about mass showings will take place (per Chuck Murphy’s request).
Accident Reports:  13 injuries, one recordable. Most related to ice/water slippage.  New barrel lifting dollies arrive this week, may help with some of the lifting injuries.
