Picture Instructions 

 

o Your picture must be a recent, color, head and shoulder passport-style photo 

(Freshmen often use their high school senior picture) 

o You must be facing the camera with a plain background 

o Please no sunglasses, hats, funny faces, etc 

o The picture must be no larger than 2” x 2” or 472x472 pixels 
We need to match your name with your ID/Social Security #.  If you choose not to include either of these, 

you will need to bring a government issued photo ID to our office and have your picture taken.  You will
