Old Business

Construction Projects:

Bishop White Seminary – Houses moved, foundation of mansion will go in soon
Soccer Field – phase 1 done, grandstands and locker rooms on hold waiting for funding

PACCAR – nearly done.  Paving between buildings will be redone
Russell Theater – Magnuson theatre conversion underway.  Changing old maintenance shop into dance studio
New Kennedy – nearing completion, team store will be moving over  and will make old into chapel
Cincinnati Housing – construction has begun, moving quickly.  Site will be fenced soon, security guards are on site

Many moves and relocations of departments happening

All Hazards Emergency Preparedness:

Crisis Communication –Working on bringing online, loading test subjects into system.
Emergency Preparedness – training RA’s and RD’s – conducted “table talk” with scenarios, was well received.  Fire department met with residence staff and toured residence halls.  Also conducted fire extinguisher training.  Fire dept. has blog of training on website.


Hope to meet with VP’s and Deans this year regarding emergency procedures.

Emergency Evacuation – Dennis has been working with Jill Yashinsky, RD of Kennedy.  They have produced an emergency evacuation brochure that addresses evacuation for people with disabilities. Mac and Ken mentioned that new building codes will allow for better areas of rescue with intercoms at those locations.  Discussed fire drills in buildings and general fire alarm awareness, possibly utilizing the bulletin for dissemination of information.

New Business

Faculty Services – Outgrowing space, concerns about air quality due to poor ventilation and large amount of equipment operating in small space. Adding another large machine.  Angela and Mac will be working with faculty services to understand their concerns and work on a solution.  As of 9/17/08, Ken mentioned that there was a work order in the system to provide better exhaust and air conditioning as an immediate and first response to the situation.
C-CERT (Campus Citizen Emergency Response Teams) – Ongoing, not much progress lately.
AEDs – Medtronics not producing model we are currently using.  GU needs to decide which brand to go with in the future.  All units have essentially the same procedure and training.  Athletic trainers would like to bring an AED on every trip and are looking at other brand.  They may have an AED that could be given back to GU to use elsewhere.  Dennis had an AED on reserve for a student with a disability who has not requested it for this year.  May install that one in Exercise Science.
Accident Reports – Carpal tunnel injury – difficult to know origin of this type of injury.  Person stepping off ladder wrong – this injury was pretty severe, even though the incident seemed pretty minor.
Traffic concerns – Bob Cepeda mentioned that there have been several incidents with non-student driven vehicles on campus lately.  Drivers do not seem to be aware of which areas are for pedestrian use only. Emphasized need for people to be aware.
