6. | give this RELEASE personally and on behalf of any minors who are under my care or supervision while participating in this event. |
agree this RELEASE binds me and all such persons, including my and their family members, heirs, executors and administrators.

7. If  am signing on behalf of a minor, in addition to the above, | also agree to RELEASE, HOLD HARMLESS, AND INDEMNIFY the
entities named above for any claims of the minor and | warrant that | am authorized to act on the minor’s behalf in regard to this
RELEASE. | agree to be responsible for any medical expenses incurred by the minor.
