· Be a sophomore, junior or senior during the BRIDGE program 

· Have strong interpersonal, cross-cultural communication, and teamwork skills 

· Demonstrate ability to communicate and work well with others 

· Have a sincere concern for the well-being of intercultural/multicultural students
· Willingness to participate in a paraprofessional training program, focusing on leadership, character, community building, and mentorship
· Willingness to devote 4-8 hours per month to meet with members of your first-year cohort as part of the mentorship program embedded within the BRIDGE mission for outreach and retention.

· Ability to work with minimum supervision 

· Time commitment of around 10-12 hours per day during the BRIDGE Program with overnight stay
