A weekly magazine edited by lay Roman Catholics, presenting views on current issues--religious, social, cultural, or political--as well as poetry and meditation.  There is a variety of opinion and topics, and not all authors are identifiable as Catholic.  Catholic interests are clearly at the forefront, but for the most part, the topics are of wider interest.

Follows the traditional format of four or five essays on American and/or world events.  It is liberal and places emphasis on social issues. The authors tend to be hard-hitting.  It is geared for readers with an above-average reading ability and education.

Christian Century: an ecumenical weekly   PER BR1.C45;  ProQuest, Academic Search Premier, ATLA Religion Database
A moderate to liberal journal of religious opinion founded by Protestants but conscious of other Christian, as well as non-Christian, religious views.  Strong on ethical and social issues, it is written for the educated lay person and religious professional.

Christianity Today   PER BR1.C6418;  ProQuest, Academic Search Premier, ATLA Religion Database

A popular magazine of evangelical Christian views.  It covers the field of current religious topics and gives news of the evangelical world-- all with a strong biblical flavor.

Commentary  PER DS101.C63;  ProQuest, Academic Search Premier
The voice of moderate Jewish thought, this publication presents discussions of Jewish concerns in the United States from a moderate rather than a liberal perspective.  

Commonweal   PER AP2.C6897;   ProQuest, Academic Search Premier
A lively magazine of current religious issues, generally from a Roman Catholic perspective.  It tends to be heavy on social concerns and literature rather than formal theological/philosophical treaties.

Harper’s Magazine  PER AP2.H3;   ProQuest, Academic Search Premier
Comments on the political and social scene from a conservative perspective.  Has five or six articles covering the world and the nations.  

The Nation   PER AP2.N2;  ProQuest, Academic Search Premier
This is the foremost liberal/left-wing journal.  The writing in this journal is crisp and concise and  unabashedly partisan.

National Catholic Reporter  PER BR1;  ProQuest, Academic Search Premier
In newspaper format, this carries the news of the Roman Catholic world, especially the U.S. scene.  It is a forum for discussion of views on such issues as birth control, the papacy, Catholic higher education, etc.  It is especially valuable for official pronouncements, usually given in full English text.

National Review: A Journal of Fact and Opinion
 PER AP2.N3545; ProQuest, Academic Search Premier

Contains pointedly conservative, right-wing editorials written with verve and sting.  Each issue features a number of short articles on items of current interest, a longer feature article and reviews of the arts.

The New Republic    PER AP2.N624; ProQuest, Academic Search Premier
Traditionally liberal.  More open to ideas outside of the liberal mainstream, which allows a more balanced coverage of the issues confronting the United States.
Newsweek  PER AP2.N6772;  ProQuest, Academic Search Premier
This well-known publication often appeals to the more affluent reader and to the reader seeking news without editorial bias.  When a bias becomes apparent, it is typically a liberal attitude.

A libertarian monthly for “free minds and free markets” and founded in 1968, this journal of opinion provides commentary on current affairs, economics and contemporary issues with a mix of news, analysis, commentary and reviews.  

Time   PER AP2.T37;  ProQuest, Academic Search Premier
Time attempts to remain “free of any consistent political tendency by presenting varied and occasionally conflicting points of view.”  It is more likely to err on the liberal side.

U.S. Catholic

An illustrated monthly, this magazine speaks to Catholics and others about the issues they face in their everyday lives.  It anticipates that readers will be familiar with the Catholic faith.

U.S. News and World Report   PER JK1.U65;  ProQuest, Academic Search Premier
Objective, reliable and considered conservative, it is written for the person interested in more serious reporting.

U.S.A. Today:  the magazine of the American scene  PER L11.S36;  ProQuest, Academic Search Premier
Contains articles on many different topics with an even-handed examination of the issues.  Not to be confused with the newspaper USA Today.
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
