Excess Credit Waiver Policy


Excess credits are those credits taken by undergraduates beyond the maximum billed at the full-time tuition rate.  Excess credits are billed at on a per credit basis. 


1.  Excess credits will be waived for programs with credit hour requirements in excess of 144 and that are not described as five year programs in the University Catalogue.  Programs with greater than 144 credits can not be completed in eight semesters without the student taking excess credits.


2.  Excess credits will be waived for courses associated with service to the university.  This includes credits for debate, choir, musical ensembles, and athletic teams.


3.  The waiver of excess credits was originally extended to Honors students in recognition of their achievement.  The waiver will continue to be extended to these students. 


4.  Individual exceptions will be made only with the approval of the appropriate dean and with the Academic Vice President.  Any petitions to change the Excess Credit Waiver Policy must be made in writing to the Academic Vice President.
